Regular Meeting

October 10, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 10, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, Dennis Holmes, Jeri Bemis, and Brady Johnson of the WCSO .
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
she led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition of Cambridge Litho for $690.00, FSC if different than amount listed of invoices, and Attorney Bert Osborn if a bill was received for the month. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Homes – Dennis Holmes presented the council with the new 2016-2017 Public Entity Multi-Lines Insurance Policy from ICRMP (Idaho Counties Risk Management Program).  Mr. Holmes went through the main parts of the policy with the council.  The council had approved payment of the policy in the consent agenda under bills.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to have the Mayor sign and reject the Federal Terrorism Coverage on the policy.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that everything he had to report on would be on individual agenda items.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 1 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #22 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #11- After reviewing the payment applications Jon Andersen made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #22 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #11.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #10, Request for Funds Packet #7 and Jim Birdsall Report - Discussion was held concerning the above items.  Jon Andersen made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #10 and Request for Funds Packet #7.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance and the motion passed unanimously.  Jim Birdsall was unable to attend the meeting so no report was given.
4th Street Project – Paul Construction Payment Application #2 – Verl Cate made a motion to approve Payment Application #2 for Paul Construction.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

LHTAC LRHIP Funding Application FY2018 – Discussion was held regarding whether to apply for funding.  Engineering cannot be paid with grant funds.  After much discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to hold off and consider applying for this funding in FY2019.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – Payment Requests - No payment requests have been received back from ITD yet this month.
USDA RD Community Facilities Program Grant – Lighting – Mayor Rhodes presented the bronze color samples received for decorative lighting in the Central Business District.  No new motion was made and it was decided to stay with the green color that had been voted on before.
Recycling – Mayor Rhodes reported to the council that she along with City Clerk Sandra McKee and Jeri Bemis of the Upper Country Education Foundation meet the week before with the Washington County Commissioners regarding the six month trial recycling program the City of Cambridge and the Upper Country Education Foundation were conducting.  The trial is in its six month.  The Washington County Commissioners thanked the representatives for the information but had not budgeted any funds yet or decided what they would like to do.  They asked the city to contact Weiser’s recycling volunteers and have someone or a committee figure out a plan for them.  Much discussion was held and it was decided to have Verl Cate and Jeri Bemis contact Adams County for more information on recycling possibilities.  Because the trial program has not used all of the funds originally set aside it was agreed to continue it month to month until a decision is made regarding recycling or at least until funds are expended. 
Ordinance #8- 2016 – Open Burning – Mayor Rhodes reported that she has not revised the ordinance yet and will try to have it done for the November meeting.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:52 p.m.
