Regular Meeting

October 12, 2009

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 12, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Cy Wert, and Rob Vowell.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Chuck Strickland, and Jeff Chance.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Carson Kindall and seconded by Cy Wert to approve the current agenda. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting September 14, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Nan Rhodes made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Cambridge Telephone Company Franchise of a Cable System – Proposed Ordinance #10-2009 – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Proposed Ordinance #10-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  A roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Carson Kindall aye. The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes read Proposed Ordinance #10-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to publish Proposed Ordinance #10-2009 and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke reported on funding for Safe Routes to School (SR2S).  Funding is available up to $100,000 for construction of infrastructure and up to $50,000 for education.  It is a reimbursement program and engineering costs are not eligible for reimbursement.  The probable cost for a letter of intent is between $500.00 and $1000.00. The LHTAC Investment Program was also reported on.  Funding is available up to $100,000.00 for street improvements such as asphalt repair such as chip sealing or paving.  This funding was used on Central Blvd a few years ago.  The deadline for applications is December 1, 2009.  The Council could not think of any streets that would qualify at this time so they will not apply this year.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – The NPDES discharge permit renewal application was submitted to EPA.  The City’s current permit became effective April 1, 2005 and expires on March 31, 2010.  There will be some additional special testing to do on the wastewater as part of the renewal application process.  After these tests have been completed, the results will be summarized and submitted to EPA.

Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce – Nan Rhodes is still waiting to receive from Sage a boilerplate Developer’s Agreement for the City to work off of.  Nothing has been received.  This item is to be taken off the agenda until something is received.

Superior Street/Mill Rd Project – Change Orders and Project Summary Update – Discussion was held on change orders for the project.  Andy Gehrke will check on the change order for Norman Dopf’s property as it was felt it should have already been in the project.  He will also check on the bid item on the change order needed for Vaughn James (Lee Streeder) property.  Also there were problems with the grade on the concrete at CTC, which would require a change order. The Council asked Andy to check on this item as well.

Application of Safe Routes to Schools Grant Funding –Andy Gehrke of HE had reported on this program earlier in the meeting.  After much discussion the council decided not to pursue this funding at this time as the cost for engineering exceeds the amount the City can afford at this time.

NEW BUSINESS

Budget vs. Actual General Fund Report – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee went over the year-end budget vs. actual general fund report with the Council.  It was good to be able to see where the budget was over or short and to know how to better budget in the future.

ICCTFOA Clerks/Treasures Institute   - City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee also reported on her recent attendance at the 2009 ICCTFOA Clerks/Treasurers Institute held in Boise in September.  She thanked the Council for the opportunity of attending the Institute and felt it was well worth the time.  Some of the classes she attended were Ethics in Government, Mock City Council Meetings, Best Practices for Effective Meetings, City Budgeting and Financing Best Practices, Understanding Electronic Records Management and many others.
