Regular Meeting

October 13, 2008

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 13, 2008 at Cambridge City Hall.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, and Rob Vowell.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, and Jeff Chance.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda with the additions of under Old Business  - No. 6 Resolution #R1-2009 Water Services Without Charge to Emergency Services and under New Business - No. 4 ATV &UTV Use in City.   Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –Mayor Mike Campbell asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to read the minutes of the Public Hearing held September 8, 2008 into record.  A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to approve the minutes of the Public Hearing on September 8, 2008.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the Regular City Council Meeting Minutes of September 8, 2008.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Rob Vowell made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD had put together the Bidding and Letting packet, advertised and is proceeding with the Superior Street/Mill Road Project.  ITD has set the bid opening date for November 4, 2008

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – There was nothing new to report.

Nan Rhodes made a motion to skip to New Business No. 2 – Wastewater Treatment Plant – Lagoon Leakage Tests.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS
No. 2 Wastewater Treatment Plant – Lagoon Leakage Tests – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that by 2012 the lagoon would be required to pass a leakage test.  It is doubtful that the lagoon would pass this test and a project would be required to install liners etc…  He recommend that the test be done in the next two years to avoid the backlog and possible higher prices at that time with vendors.  He estimated that the test would cost somewhere between $2,000 and $4,000.  Andy Gehkre of Holladay Engineering mentioned that Holladay Engineering and Strata do seepage tests.  The seepage test may be able to be done as part of a facility planning grant.

Carson Kindall made a motion to go back to Old Business No. 4 – Water Bond Service Charges and Nan Rhodes seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Nan Rhodes made a motion to take Old Business Item No. 6 – R1-2009 Water Services Without Charge to Emergency Services and combine with Item No. 4.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
No. 6 R1-2009 Water Services Without Charge to Emergency Services  - Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Resolution R1-2009 and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Rob Vowell aye.  Nan Rhodes read Resolution R1-2009.  Nan Rhodes then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations, and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings, and vote on Resolution R1-2009.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Resolution R1-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  Resolution R1-2009 passed unanimously.

No.4 Water Bond Service Charges  - Water charges for the Fairgrounds and Rodeo Grounds was then discussed.  It was requested that Nan Rhodes write a Resolution that would require the Fairgrounds and Rodeo Grounds to pay just the bond charge for water and sewer services.  Mayor Mike Campbell will talk with Justin Mink regarding the Council’s intent for a resolution.  It was discovered that nothing needed to be done with the Good Sam’s RV Dump as the line is run through the County meter.

No. 5 Violation of Setback Ordinance, Building Permit and IBC Requirements – The Council was made aware that a party was still in violation.  It was decided that the Mayor would talk with the property owners before legal counsel is undertaken.

NEW BUSINESS

Snow Plow Services – City Clerk Sandra McKee had included a memo in the Council’s packet regarding different procedures for obtaining snow removal services.  The City had been using a formal bidding process in the past but is was not required as the cost of snow removal is less than the required $25,000.00 to have to use the bidding process required by code.  It was suggested to use an informal proposal procedure like the Cambridge School District has been using for the last several years.  The Council decided to use the informal proposal procedure and the Mayor will obtain proposals for snow removal services.  The Clerk will make a new form for snow removal proposals for the Mayor.

Mosquito Abatement District - The possibility of forming a Mosquito Abatement District was discussed.  It was noted that the County was trying to form a Pest Abatement District and the measure would be up for a vote at the upcoming election on November 4, 2008 on an advisory ballot.  More information was needed regarding the Pest Abatement District and the Council will wait to see if it passes before looking into a Mosquito Abatement District.  The Mayor will contact the County for more information on the County measure and if the City of Cambridge has any option to opt out.

ATV and UTV Use in City – A letter had been received from the City of Grangeville regarding their position on ATV and UTV use in the City of Grangeville and upcoming legislation.  Nan Rhodes will do some research on the subject and the Mayor will talk with the County regarding the issues.  Some issues may affect the City of Cambridge as well. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION
A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to go into excutive session for the purpose of Idaho code #67-2345 (a).  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Rob Vowell aye.  The Council entered executive session at 7:59 p.m.

A motion was made by Nan Rhodes at 8:18 p.m. to come out of excutive session.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The Council entered open session.

ACTION FROM EXECUTIVE SESSION 

Nan Rhodes made a motion to allow the Mayor to pursue comparisons between engineering firms to reign in costs including Holladay Engineering.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ADJOURN
A motion was made by Carson Kindall to adjourn the meeting.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
