Regular Meeting

October 13, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 13, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jeff Anderson of WCSO, Chuck Strickland, and Jon Anderson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  public hearings and regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering addressed the council about applying again for the 4th Street construction.  This would be the 4th application for LHTAC funding.  The city may be able to make the top 3 projects in the PAWG ranking and get partial points for having a Transportation Plan in process.  The deadline for FY2016 application is December 1, 2014.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Mary James to have the city apply for LHTAC funding for 4th Street.  The motion passed unanimously.  Andy also reported that a scope of work and blank man-hour estimates have been prepared for the City and ITD review on the Community Choices for Idaho project.  The Transportation Plan is underway and traffic counters have been installed to collect traffic counts.  A meeting with Jim Birdsall a grant administrator, Carol Garrison of USDA RD, Dennis Porter of Dept. of Commerce, Andy Gehrke of HE, Mayor Rhodes, and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton will be held on October 13, 2014 in Cambridge.  This is for possible IDCBG funding for the wastewater project.  A tour of the project will also be taken.    
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that she has put out RFP’s for a Grant Administrator Services for ICDBG funding for our wastewater project.  RFP were sent to Shawn Charters, Jerome Mapp, Michael McCoy, and Jim Birdsall.  They need to be postmarked by October 29, 2014.  Letters of Support and other necessary information are being collected for the application.
Proposed Land Swap on West Central Blvd – Eberle Umbach – No one was present for this item.
Resolution #5-2014 – Fair Housing – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #5-2014 Fair Housing by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Resolution #5-2014 Fair Housing by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Resolution #5-2014 Fair Housing under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only. Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously.
Speed Bumps in Alley Between Superior St and First St – Kermit Wiggins Request - Discussion was held regarding the speeding in the alley and the request by Kermit Wiggins.  After much discussion Mary James made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to order and post speed limit signs in the alley concerned and other alleys as appropriate as per ordinance (10 mph) to help with this problem.
Report on HB 560 – Online Reporting Portal – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported on HB560 that has created an online reporting portal for local governments.  This portal with the state will go live on Jan 1, 2015.  Reporting must be done by March 1, 2015 for this year and by December 1 on all years thereafter.  Failure to comply with this requirement bars cities from increasing property taxes, state revenue sharing funds are withheld, and fines may be assessed.  
ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Holmes – Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group who handles the cities ICRMP policy discussed the new renewal of the policy with the council.  The policy has a terrorism exception unless the city would like to pay a fairly high amount for this full coverage.  Cy Wert made a motion to reject the full coverage of terrorism risk insurance.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:40 p.m.
