Regular Meeting

October 14, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 14, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Cyrus Wert was absent.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Andy Gehrke.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on LRHIP Funding for FY2015.  The city needs to consider applying again for 4th Street construction.  The Transportation Plan would help the city score higher on future funding applications for construction projects such as 4th Street.  The deadline for FY2015 applications is Dec 2, 2013.  The council instructed Andy Gehrke to start on an application for 4th Street with LRHIP.  The status of the Community Choices for Idaho Grant the city recently applied for was discussed.  The Advisory Committee was to rank applications by the end of September with the ITD Board making a final decision near the end of October or November.  Andy Gehrke reported that a meeting was held with USDA-RD on September 27 to discuss funding options for wastewater improvements.  The Mayor and staff were also in attendance at the meeting.  Rural Development encouraged the city to submit a funding application.  Funding requires a successful bond election or judicial confirmation.  Mr. Gehrke is working on an application.  Jeff Chance made a motion and Mary James seconded the motion to authorize the Mayor to sign any paperwork needed for the funding application to USDA-RD.  The motion passed unanimously.  The FY2015 DEQ Wastewater Loan Letter of Interest (LOI) notices have been sent out and are due by January 2, 2014.  Holladay Engineering recommends that the city submit an LOI again this year.  RD also recommended this, even if the city applies for RD funding. The council asked Andy Gehrke to work on this LOI to be approved at the next meeting.
Judicial Confirmation on Wastewater Facility – The council discussed the process of judicial confirmation and considering filing a petition for judicial confirmation regarding the wastewater system improvements needed because the City of Cambridge is in violation with EPA.  Mary James made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to set a public hearing and pursue judicial confirmation for wastewater system improvements on November 11, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. at which time the city will consider a resolution or ordinance authorizing the filing of a petition.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  City Clerk Sandra McKee will contact Stephanie Bonney of Moore Smith Buxton & Turcke, Chartered for counsel in this process.  
Snow Removal on Sidewalks & Streets – Mayor Rhodes submitted a draft article on snow removal for council comments.  The council was happy with the content and tone.  A few grammatical corrections were made.  The council agreed to have the article with the corrections put in the News-Reporter the middle of November and a copy added to water & sewer bills in both November and December.  It is just a friendly reminder to clear sidewalks and help your neighbors.
Liquor Control – Hours of Sale Draft Ordinance –   Mayor Rhodes presented information on hours of sale on liquor, beer, and wine comparing State Statue with City Ordinances.  A draft ordinance was reviewed with proposed changes.  The council would like to get the city ordinance more in line with state requirements and not more strict.  An ordinance will be introduced next meeting with these changes.
Transfer of Property at Fairgrounds by Washington County Commissioners – Mayor Rhodes reported that the Washington County Commissioners voted to transfer the property the City of Cambridge requested for wastewater improvements to the City on August 30, 2013.  Commissioners Tom Anderson and Kirk Chandler voted in favor or the transfer of property and Rick Michael voted against.  Prosecuting Attorney Delton Walker will draft what is required for the transfer to take place.  The City of Cambridge is very appreciative of the counties cooperation and gift in this matter.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Discussion was held.  Mayor Rhodes still needs to contact ITD with concerns and will work on that for the next meeting.
Draft Map of Potential Rezone – A draft map of a potential rezone for the city was presented by Mayor Rhodes.  The labels on the map are backward and will be corrected.  The Comprehensive Plan will need to be amended before the rezone can be done.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:14 p.m.
