Regular Meeting

October 8, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 8, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Jeff Chance, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Chuck Strickland, and Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group (TIG).
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Matthew Cox led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) and to move agenda item #4 ICRMP to #2.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ICRMP Insurance Policy – Dennis Holmes – Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group who carries the City of Cambridge Public Entity Policy through ICRMP (Idaho Counties Risk Management Program) addressed the council about the new policy.  Mr. Holmes went over the City of Cambridge Property Schedule and some revisions were addressed including adding 4 propane tanks @ well #2, the value of the propane, and the Katolight 135 KW Generator with trailer.  He will revise the schedule and send the city the changes. The council then reviewed the Terrorism Risk Insurance exemption.  Matthew Cox made a motion to sign the document Terrorism Risk Insurance Act Rejection of Full Coverage.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Rhodes signed the document to reject coverage under the Terrorism Risk Insurance Act.
Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on potential heliport or helipad funding.  Steve Domby of Washington County Emergency Services had checked with Homeland Security who reported about three possible funding sources.  They are a Highway Safety Grant through the Department of the Transportation, ASPER through Southwest District Health if used for a Hospital LZ, and a Rural Development Grant.  The council thanked him for the information.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Revised Draft of the Wastewater Facility Plan (August 2012) had been submitted to DEQ. Additional review comments were received on September 26 and the revised Draft Report addressing the comments were submitted to DEQ on September 27.  Mr. Gehrke reported on the funding asked about at the previous meeting.  He reported that a DEQ funding specialist stated that about $50M of loan funding will be coming in November.  DEQ gives first priority to the current SRF Loan priority list.  DEQ encourages Cambridge to submit for the loan priority list in FY2014.  A letter of interest for this would need to be submitted by January 4, 2013. 
Update Future Land Use and Zoning Maps – Mayor Rhodes reported she had not been able work anymore on this issue this month due to a death in the family.  Mayor Rhodes stated after reviewing the Comprehensive Plan with the city clerk it was thought that the whole Comprehensive Plan needed to be worked on not just the zoning sections as zoning was so intertwined in all of it.  It is time for the whole thing to be updated anyway.  An electronic version of the current Comprehensive Plan is not available.  Mary James offered to scan it so we could have electronic copy and work from that.  The mayor and staff will begin updating the Comprehensive Plan to be presented to the council for their input and approval.  
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:48 p.m.
