Regular Meeting

October 8, 2018
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 8, 2018 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Toothman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Jack Toothman, Council President Mark Loveland, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Gary Franklin.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Robert Almanzo of HECO Engineers, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, Richard Trost, Rene’ Hollon, and Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group
Welcome & Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Toothman welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mark Loveland led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approve Current Agenda - ACTION ITEM – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the current agenda. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Read Special Meeting Minutes September 5, 2018, Regular City Council Meeting Minutes September 10, 2018, and Special Meeting Minutes September 13, 2018 and Approve - ACTION ITEM – Mayor Toothman asked the council to dispense with reading the minutes and the council agreed.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the Special Meeting Minutes of September 5, 2018, the Regular City Council Meeting Minutes September 10, 2018, and the Special Meeting Minutes of September 13, 2018.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Payment of Bills – ACTION ITEM – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the bills presented as well as the list of bills not yet received with the review and approval of the mayor.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Holmes – ACTION ITEM – Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group presented the council with the city’s new insurance policy through ICRMP.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Gary Franklin to approve the new ICRMP insurance policy including the terrorism policy coverage from ICRMP.  The council voted on the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Close Part of 2nd Street for Trunk or Treat October 31, 2018 – ACTION ITEM – Rene’ Hollon representing The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints requested permission to close North Second Street from the intersection of Highway 71, to the end of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saint’s parking lot on North Second Street from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for the annual Trunk-or-Treat hosted by the church.  Jeff Chance made a motion to close North Second Street from the intersection of Highway 71, to the end of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saint’s parking lot on North Second Street from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for the annual Trunk-or-Treat hosted by the church.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reported that the LHTAC Local Strategic Initiatives Program application for 2nd Street Improvements has been updated and is ready to submit.  The LHTAC Children Pedestrian Safety Program application for the US95 Sidewalk & Drainage Improves, Phase 3 Project has also been updated and is ready to submit.  Mr. Gehrke reported that EPA issued a Notice of Violation letter on 09/20/18 following the compliance inspection.  The City has 30 days to respond.  Mr. Gehrke and Ernie Houghton are working on a response letter to EPA for the mayor to sign.
Design of the TAP Funded Sidewalk Project – ACTION ITEM – Jeff Chance made a motion to table this item till next month. Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Public Works Superintendent Job Opening & Contracting with Companies for Certifications – ACTION ITEM -   Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported on contracting rates with IES Waterworks for certifications if the new person hired didn’t have certifications.  Jeff Chance made a motion to table this item till the next meeting.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Review Title 9, Chapter 3 Mobile/Manufactured Holmes – The council reviewed the city ordinance relating to RV’s for temporary use.  Jeff Chance made a motion to have Verl Cate give the council a list of his concerns to be reviewed at the next regular meeting. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
III-A Insurance Plan – ACTION ITEM – Insurance rates from III-A have not been received yet. Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to table this item until information is received from III-A on insurance plans.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Ordinance #5-2018 - Title 7, Chapter 1 Streets, Sidewalks, and Public Ways – ACTION ITEM –   Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2018 – Streets, Sidewalks, & Public Ways under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Mark Loveland.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Loveland aye, and Councilmember Franklin aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chace the read Ordinance #2-2018 in full.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2018.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Loveland aye, and Councilmember Franklin aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2018 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading.  The motion was seconded by Gary Franklin.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Loveland aye, and Councilmember Franklin aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #2-2018 - Title 4 Public Health & Safety Chapter 5 Burning – ACTION ITEM – The city attorney has not sent his review of this ordinance yet.  Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to table this item.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Review Title 5 Chapter 4 – Animals – Discussion was held including the need to repeal the whole ordinance and adopt a new one as the council is looking at many changes.  The city attorney has not sent his review and draft of this ordinance yet.  Verl Cate made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to table this item.  The motion passed unanimously.
Open Forum for Comments or Statements Not Covered in Agenda Items from Citizens in Community – 
Richard Trost asked who is in charge of enforcement of obstructions in the city right-of-way.  The mayor stated he was.

Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:30 pm.
