Regular Meeting

October 9, 2017
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 9, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Jim Birdsall,  Lynda Yoder, Richard Trost, Gary Franklin, Dennis Holmes, and Elaine Saunders.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jon Andersen led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ICRMP Insurance Policy – Dennis Holmes –  Dennis Holmes presented the council with the ICRMP Insurance Policy renewal.  The council requested the terrorism exemption and the mayor signed for such.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton will give Dennis Holmes a list of new items needed to be added to the policy as a result of projects.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers stated that all items to report are on the agenda separately.
City Clerk Report on 2770 Salubria Rd Wastewater and Streets – Cambridge Telephone Company -  City Clerk Sandra McKee report she had talked with the property owners of 2770 Salubria Rd regarding a waiver agreement for having to hook up to the sewer system.  The property owners ( Dixie Lee and Marjory Dryden) are grateful to the city for extending the time to 5 years because of the circumstances and additional costs involved in a lift station.  City Attorney, Bert Osborn is working on an agreement and should have a draft to the city soon.  Sandra McKee also reported that she had met with Rick Wiggins, President of Cambridge Telephone Company regarding the land in question by Kermit Wiggins at the last meeting on 1st Street.  Rick Wiggins asked if the city would give him a document showing that CTC donated the land valued at $23,624.00 in lieu of any claims against the land.  The city clerk has contacted the city attorney to draw up a document stating such.  The Quit Claim Deed showing that the City of Cambridge owns the land could not be contested.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the request for a document stating the value received from Cambridge Telephone Company to the city for a land donation in lieu of any claims.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Progress Report #17, HECO Pay Application #19, Warrington Payment Application #4, Administrative Bill #6, and  Warrington Change Order #4 – After some discussion Jon Andersen made a motion to approve Progress Report #17, HECO Pay Application #19, Warrington Pay Application #4, and Administrative Bill #6, and Warrington Change Order #4.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Jon Andersen then made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to have the mayor approve Change Order #5 using remaining project funds including the amount that could be used for audit for project construction instead.  The motion passed unanimously.
Well #1 Arsenic PER – HECO Pay Application #8 – Verl Cate made a motion to approve HECO Pay Application #8 seconded by Cy Wert with the motion passing unanimously.
Tony Buthman, Washington County Emergency Manager – Tony Buthman the new Washington County Emergency Manager introduced himself to the council.    He replaces the retiring Steve Domby who was the Emergency Manager for 24 years. Mr. Buthman reported that the position will now be full-time instead of part-time.  He plans on updating the Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan and the New Emergency Operations Plan. 

Transportation Grant Funding Applications – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers went through different transportation funding options with the council.  Applications are due in the next month or two on most programs.  After much discussion Jon Andersen made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to apply for funding from the following programs:  ITD Tap Funding, LHTAC Children Pedestrian Safety Program Funding, and LHTAC Local Strategic Initiative Program.  The motion passed unanimously.
Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk &Y Drainage Program – T-O Engineers Inv#170192-1, Estimate No. 1 – Braun-Jensen Inc. Pay App, and authority to Mayor to approve invoices as they come in on project – After some discussion Cy Wert made a motion to approve T-O Engineers Inv#170192-1, Estimate No. 1 Braun –Jensen, Inc. Pay App, and authority to Mayor to approve invoices as they come in on project.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
LHTAC Signs Grant FY2017 –   City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that the Local Rural Highway Investment Program (LRHIP) for the Sign Project was completed.  The project was funded on November 1, 2016 and the project completed on August 19, 2017.  LRHIP awarded the City of Cambridge $30,000 and only $28,760.15 was used on the project, so the remaining has been returned to LHTAC.  No city funds were expended on this project.
Association of Idaho Cities Municipal Utility Survey  - City Clerk Sandra McKee reviewed the 2017 Association of Idaho cities Municipal Utility Survey with the council.  She highlighted that the city’s water rate of $35.32 was very close to the 2017 average of $35.54 for cities with fewer than 1,000 population.  The low was $3.75 and the high was $67.69.  Small cities most challenging issue was a small customer base.  Cambridge’s wastewater rate of $52.50 was above the average of $43.43 for 2017 but within the low of $21.73 and high of $75.00 for cities with less than 1,000.  A small customer base was also the most challenging issue for wastewater. 
Hardin Sanitation Contract – Mayor Rhodes reported to the council that even though we currently have a Solid Waste Contract and Franchise in place that paperwork could not be found on having a public hearing and facts and findings on the subject.  A public hearing was being held later in the month to do this.  After things are in place then the council can review their ordinance and consider a contract.  Jon Andersen noted the following in the current contract:
8. Term of Contract: This Contract now shall commence upon its execution for a period of seven years, expiring on the 31 day December 2018. The Contractor shall have the option to renew this Contract for an additional seven years by making timely application to the City Council ninety (90) days before the expiration of said seven year term. The Contractor shall have opportunity to renegotiate this contract at the end of the second seven year term if the new terms would be agreeable to both parties.
This may leave negotiation a moot point.  The city will look more into how this needs to be handled. 

Resolution #3-2017 – Surplus Property – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #3-2017 Surplus Property by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Resolution #3-2017 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to pass Resolution #3-2017 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously. 
Sidewalk Ordinance – Discussion was held on the need for an ordinance regarding snow removal on the new Central Business District sidewalks as well as other sidewalk issues including ADA Compliance.  With the councils comments the Mayor will draft a sidewalk ordinance for the next meeting.  The council also discussed sealing the new sidewalks so Ernie Houghton will talk with Braun-Jensen, Inc. regarding that.
City Clerk Report on City Election, audit, Sewer Hookup at 520 W Central Blvd, Cambridge PTSA Flashing Lights at School ITD Project, and City Hall Hours – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that the upcoming City Election is on November 7th.  The only contested position is that of Mayor.  Sandra McKee mentioned that she had a call from the city auditor about using the City of Cambridge FY2016 Audit as an example for his presentation at the Annual ICCTFOA.  He had wanted to use an example of a small city with a high level of complexity for his presentation.  The city clerk thought this was a compliment to the city and wishes she was able to be in attendance.  City Clerk Sandra McKee also reported on the Cambridge PTSA wanting to put crosswalk flashing lights at the school.  They will be put in on the ITD Permit already in place with the Cambridge School District and will be paid for by a possible grant from ITD and/or the Cambridge PTSA.  The clerk stated that reporting on City Hall Hours was not needed as her surgery had been cancelled at this time.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at approximately 9:30 p.m.
