Regular Meeting

September 13, 2010

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 13, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Absent was Council President Cyrus Wert.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Joe Wrenfroe of Idaho Garboligist, Chuck Strickland, Jennifer Neider, David Neider, Linda Whitlatch, Justin Mink, Judy Mecham, Kevin Papineau, and Nick Petitmermet, and Jack Marvin.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilmember Nina Hawkins led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of special city council meeting (public hearing) September 2, 2010 and minutes of regular city council meeting August 9, 2010, approve payment of bills).  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD has stated they are waiting for an action plan from the contractor on how to fix the bridge deck and that it is late enough in the year that the fix may happen next year.  

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that final results of the seepage testing have not been received from Strata yet.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that in talking with Chris of Strata preliminary results looked like the averages are ok so it will hopefully pass.

Public Works Superintendent Report on Water Issues – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton suggested to the council they might want to keep in mind trying to put in an irrigation system with non-potable water with all new water projects.  Doing this gradually they may be able to get an irrigation system to lower the cost of drinking water in the City.  The City already has two wells that cannot be used for drinking water and these could be used for irrigation.    

Approve form for RFP for Solid Waste Collection Services – Nina Hawkins made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the RFP form for Solid Waste Collection Services with the corrections as stated by the council.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Use of City Park – First Draft of Ordinance –Mayor Rhodes presented some changes she thought might need to be considered for the ordinance on the Use of City Park.  These were discussed and will be incorporated into the ordinance.  No councilmembers had any other changes or additions.  Mayor Rhodes will incorporate the changes discussed and make the document into an ordinance instead of the present code form to be considered at the next meeting.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – An update on pruning trees in the business district and park was given by Mayor Rhodes.  Replanting of the 3 trees that had been removed was then discussed.  Nina Hawkins offered to check on new trees for replanting.  It was noted that the only trees that had not been pruned were the ones in front of City Hall.

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – In attendance representing the Cambridge Rodeo Board were President Kevin Papineau, Secretary Judy Mecham, and Justin Mink.  They stated that they do no have any liability insurance only event and property insurance.  They had talked to the Commercial Club about possibly doing the lease with the City if they could get a good deal on insurance.  Commercial Club President Nick Petitmermet was present and stated that yes; the Commercial Club was interested into looking into the lease.  He will contact City Clerk Sandra McKee to find out specifics.

Donation Request – Crimestoppers Program – Ernie Houghton representing the new Washington County Crimestoppers Program presented information about the new program.  Carson Kindall made a motion to donate $300.00 to the Crimestoppers Program with a check written now and approved.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Ordinance & Resolution Procedures – Mayor Nan Rhodes went over ordinance and resolution procedures to refresh the council with the process.  Information regarding these procedures was also included in council packets. 

Resolution #R2-2010 – Water and Sewer Fees – Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R2-2010.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, and Councilmember Vowell aye.  The motion passed.  Rob Vowell read Resolution #R2-2010.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to pass Resolution #R2-2010 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall nay, Councilmember Hawkins aye, and Councilmember Vowell nay.  The motion failed.  The council would like to take another look at figures on water rates before passing a resolution.  City Clerk Sandra McKee will e-mail the water rate study to the councilmembers for them to review and manipulate figures.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:50 p.m.
