Regular Meeting

September 14, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 14, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, and Rob Vowell.  Absent was Councilmen Cy Wert. Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Jerry Piper of CTC, and Nina Hawkins.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Carson Kindall and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Nan Rhodes to approve the Minutes of the Public Hearing August 10, 2009 – Increase Fees, Public Hearing August 10, 2009 Proposed Budget 2009-2010 and the Regular City Council Meeting August 10, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Nan Rhodes made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Cambridge Telephone Company Franchise of a Cable System – Ordinance #10-2009 - Ordinance #10-2009 was reviewed.  Jerry Piper of Cambridge Telephone Company was in attendance to review the ordinance with the council and clarify any questions.  Clarification was asked for on sections 3.10,3.5,4.3,4.4,6.1, and 9.2.  Everything looked satisfactory to both parties except Jerry Piper would like to check with his insurance company about the City being an additional insured on their policy.  The ordinance will be on the agenda next month for introduction.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke reported on funding for Safe Routes to School (SR2S).  Funding is available up to $100,000 for construction of infrastructure and up to $50,000 for education.  Infrastructure can include crosswalks, sidewalks, bike paths, traffic diversion improvements, traffic calming measures, etc…  It is a reimbursement program and engineering costs are not eligible for reimbursement.  This may be a good funding source for extension of sidewalks on Superior Street or possibly other areas.  A support letter would be needed from the school board.  A Letter of Intent must be submitted to ITD by Oct 31, 2009.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – There were no new items to report on.

Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce – Nan Rhodes made a motion to table this item till next month.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes is still waiting to receive from Sage a boilerplate Developer’s Agreement for the City to work off of.

Superior Street/mill Rd Project – Change Order – Ernie Houghton reported he still hasn’t heard about an amount for the change order on water lines reported at last months meeting.  Andy Gehrke also has not heard about an amount on this change order.  He had talked with Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering and he was looking into the matter.  There has also been another change order regarding The Pioneer owned by Brett Newbold.  The balcony had to be removed as it was in the City of Cambridge Right-of-Way and it interfered with the sidewalks being installed. 

NEW BUSINESS

Mosquito Abatement District – Washington County – Mayor Mike Campbell reported that he had been on the agenda with the Washington County Commissioners regarding the County Mosquito Abatement District.  He told the commissioners that Cambridge would probably prefer to do their own spraying so that boundaries and coverage would be controlled locally.  It was asked if there might be a way the possible county abatement district could reimburse the City of Cambridge for their portion of the district and the City would take care of the spraying.  It was not known if this could be done.  The county was also open to the idea of letting Cambridge form its own mosquito abatement district.  The City will start the research process of how a Mosquito Abatement District can be formed.

Ordinance #8-2009 – Establishing The Hours of Polling Places for City Elections - Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #8-2009.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye. The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Ordinance #8-2009.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations, and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings, and vote on Ordinance #8-2009.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Rob Vowell aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell made a motion to pass Ordinance #8-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading.  The motion was seconded by Nan Rhodes.  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  Ordinance #8-2009 passed unanimously.

Ordinance #9-2009 – Establishing an Election Precinct for City Elections – A motion to introduce and read Ordinance #9-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations was made by Rob Vowell.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Ordinance #9-2009 by title only.  Rob Vowell the made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations, and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #9-2009.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell made a motion to pass Ordinance #9-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  A roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  Ordinance #9-2009 passed unanimously.

Election Update Including Designating Polling Place and Election Officials – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported on the designation of polling places as Cambridge City Hall and the designation of elections officials as Chief Judge Samantha McCormick and Clerk Sue Platt.  A memo from the clerk regarding these designations was included in the packet.  The City Clerk also noted that on the election calendar October 20, 2009 was the deadline for write-in candidate filing and absentee voting will begin as soon as the printed ballots are received.

Decorating City Hall for Harvest Festival – Decorating City Hall for the upcoming Harvest Festival on October 10, 2009 was discussed.  The Mayor will look into seeing if the elementary school students would like to help decorate City Hall this year.

ADJOURN – Nan Rhodes made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:53 p.m.
