Regular Meeting

September 15, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 15, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James (by phone), Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jonny Cochran of Hardin Sanitation, and Jeff Anderson of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  public hearings and regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that traffic counters have been ordered and may be installed later this week to begin the traffic counts for the Transportation Plan.  Also, the topographic survey for design has been completed and the design work is underway on the Wastewater Project.  There are a few sewer main segments without recorded easements or right-of-way and a couple segments under or near buildings.  Holladay Engineering is investigating alignment and easement options for these.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – ITD has approved the ITD-2760 Request for Consultation Services with the City’s selection of Holladay Engineering.  As scope of work and blank man-hour estimates are being prepared this week for City and ITD review.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Shawn Charters of Charters Consulting reported that the city survey that was conducted shows the LMI is 65% so the city is eligible to apply for funding.  Jim Birdsall is now working with Shawn Charters.  The application is due the Monday before Thanksgiving.  A RFP will need to be done.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to allow Mayor Rhodes to sign contracts for ICDBG funding.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Hardin Sanitation – Revised Franchised Agreement Including Proposed Increase of Fees –   Jonny Cochran of Hardin Sanitation addressed the council regarding the need to raise fees for garbage services. He presented the council with a new Exhibit B with the new rate proposal effective September 15, 2014. He stated the county rates will go up the first of the year.  After much discussion Verl Cate made a motion to approve the new Exhibit B with rate increases for the franchise agreement.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #10-2014 – Discharge of Firearms – Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #10-2014 Discharge of Firearms by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert read Ordinance #10-2014 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #10-2014.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Ordinance #10-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Mary James.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
Resolution #R4-2014 – Fee Schedule – Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R4-2014 Fee Schedule by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Mary James seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert read Resolution #R4-2014 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to pass Resolution #R4-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously.
Set Two Public Hearings for the Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding for Sewer Project – Mary James made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to set public hearings for the ICDBG funding for the sewer project on October 13, 2014 and October 27, 2014 at 7:00 pm.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Request for Speed Bumps – Kermit Wiggins – The mayor presented a request from Kermit Wiggins for 3 speed bumps in the alley between Superior Street and 1st Street.  He felt the alley was being used as a street and the traffic was going too fast endangering his employees when they step out of the CTC Warehouse.  The Mayor had spoken with Kaye York and Candy Clark and they agreed that some were traveling too fast but it wasn’t a huge problem.  They would agree to speed bumps if that is what the council wanted.  This item was not placed on the agenda until the meeting so no action will be taken at this meeting and it will be on the agenda for the next meeting.  After much discussion the council felt they would probably be more in favor of posting the alley to remind people of the speed limit in alleys already in ordinance.  The Mayor will talk with Kermit Wiggins about the council suggestion and the council will make a decision at the next meeting.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:00 p.m.
