Regular Meeting

September 11, 2017
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 11, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, Jim Birdsall, Kermit Wiggins, Lynda Yoder, Richard Trost, Mark Loveland, Gary Franklin, and Elaine Saunders.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the public hearing and regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Kermit Wiggins – Mr. Wiggins addressed the council regarding land on S 1st Street he believed he owned.  Mayor Rhodes presented the research done by the city on the land in question.  She had taken all of the research to City Attorney, Bert Osborn for clarification.  Mr. Osborn believes that the Quit Claim deed done by Mayor Campbell and Cambridge Telephone Co. is the document that is legally in place at this date.  In that document the city gave back all of the roads previously given to the city by Kermit Wiggins save and except the intersection in question.  Mr. Osborn told the Mayor to tell Mr. Wiggins to have his attorney contact him.  Mr. Wiggins also asked the council to install speed bumps in the alley between Superior and 1st Street near the CTC Warehouse.  Discussion was held but no action was taken.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers stated that all items to report are on the agenda separately. 
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Progress Report #16, HECO Pay Application #18, Warrington Payment Application #3, Warrington Change Order #3, and Mill Rd – After some discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Progress Report #16, HECO Pay Application #18, Warrington Pay Application #3, and Warrington Change Order #3 with the asphalt changed from 420’ to 520’ contingent on The Idaho Department of Commerce approval.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Well #1 Arsenic PER – HECO Pay Application #7 and Revised Draft PER & ER Alternative Selection and Approval for DEQ & USDA RD Review Report – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reviewed the Revised Preliminary Engineering Report and Environmental Report with the council.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve HECO Pay Application #7 seconded by Verl Cate with the motion passing unanimously.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to selection Option #1 from the Preliminary Engineering Report – Arsenic Treatment at Well No. 1 and Distribution System Improvements.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Hardin Sanitation Contract – Mayor Rhodes informed the council that our current contract with Hardin Sanitation expires at the end of the year.  The city is working with the new regional manager Brian Hoffman on a new contract.  It is hoped to have something to consider at the next meeting.
Sidewalk Ordinance –   Jon Andersen made a motion to table this item until the next meeting.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
City Election Information – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that the candidate filing period closed on Friday, September 8th.  Declarations of Candidacy were received for the following:  Mayor for 4 year term – Nanette T. Rhodes and Jack Lee Toothman

       Councilmember for 4 year term – Jeffrey L Chance and Mark Loveland


       Councilmember for 2 year term – Gary Franklin

Election Day is Tuesday, November 7th.

Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at approximately 8:48 p.m.
