A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 17, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to hold a workshop on drafting zoning changes for the City of Cambridge.  Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.  Councilmember Matthew Cox was absent.  Also present was City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Chuck Strickland.

Mayor Rhodes opened the meeting at 7:02 p.m.  She welcomed everyone to the meeting and Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Rhodes then read from the meeting notice the purpose of the special meeting, which is to have a workshop on drafting zoning changes for the City of Cambridge.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton had drafted a proposal on zoning for the council to consider.  He had gone through all of the property that currently operates in non-complaint zones.  The council discussed his proposal and liked his suggestions.  They also talked about the triangle owned by Kim Braun and the City property given back to Kermit Wiggins.  After much discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to have the Mayor and staff draft the proposed changes into a new Future Land Use Map and definitions and then incorporate it into The Comprehensive Plan for the council to consider adopting.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  This would allow the council to later then look at rezoning the property and hold public hearings.
