A public hearing was held on June 8, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall in the City Council Chambers at 80 S Superior Street in Cambridge, Idaho. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the hearing to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance (one councilmember position still vacant).  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Elwin Butler and Shawna Warden of Holladay Engineering, Sue Wells, Linda Kellar, and Jon Anderson.  The Mayor stated the purpose of the hearing is for the council to hear public testimony and consider the pertinent facts relating to the proposed Transportation Plan for the City of Cambridge. 
City Clerk Sandra McKee read the notice of public hearing as advertised in the News-Reporter into record.  Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering then made a presentation regarding the proposed Transportation Plan.
