A public hearing was held on November 9, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall in the City Council Chambers at 80 S Superior Street in Cambridge, Idaho. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance (one councilmember position still vacant).  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Thel Pearson, Jon Anderson, Nina Hawkins, Mark Loveland, and Jeff Anderson of WCSO.  Mayor Rhodes recused herself siting conflict of interest as the petitioner is her sister.  The Mayor went to sit with the other members of the public.  Council President Cy Wert conducted the hearing. He stated the purpose of the hearing is for the council to hear public testimony and consider the proposed vacation/abandonment of that portion of 1st Street North of Rush Creek and the creation of a 30 ft. utility easement.
City Clerk Sandra McKee read the notice of public hearing as advertised in the News-Reporter into record.  The council president explained the rules for the public hearing and then he asked Nanette Rhodes to present the requested petition on behalf of her sister. Nanette Rhodes presented the details of the request.  Cy Wert then asked for input and testimony for, against, or any neutral comments.  Two patrons gave neutral comments – Mark Loveland and Nina Hawkins.  Mark Loveland was concerned about fairness to all and the council’s previous stance that the city doesn’t sell city property or give away anything.  He stated the city has always assumed that the city owned 1st Street.  Nina Hawkins expressed her concern that everyone in town is treated the same.   Council President Cy Wert closed the hearing at 7:23 p.m.
