A public hearing for the purpose of receiving public input and public testimony concerning the proposed budget for FY2018
A public hearing was held on August 14, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall in the City Council Chambers at 80 S Superior Street. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the hearing to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Lyle Sall, Donald Billings, Thel Pearson, Lynda Yoder, and Nina Hawkins. The Mayor stated the purpose of the hearing is to for the council to hear public testimony and consider the pertinent facts relating to the proposed budget for 2017-2018 FY2018.  
City Clerk Sandra McKee read the notice of public hearing as advertised in the Upper Country News-Reporter into record.  
Mayor Rhodes explained the hearing procedures.
Mayor Rhodes then asked for testimony for, against, or neutral.  Lyle Sall said he had no testimony but wanted to know if it included a property tax increase and how much as the budget showed more than the regular 3 percent increase.  City Clerk Sandra McKee explained that the 3 percent maximum was being requested.  The tentative budget showed a little higher number as an exact amount hadn’t been received by the county yet waiting for the new construction roll when the tentative budget was set.  You can’t levy more than the tentative budget but you can levy less.  The actual levy request to be considered is exactly the maximum allowed by law.   No testimony was received.
Mayor Rhodes declared the public hearing closed at 7:05 p.m.
