A public hearing for the purpose of receiving public input and public testimony concerning the proposal to vacate that single block of McKinley Avenue lying between Commercial Street and the Weiser River Trail and conveying title of the vacated property to the Cambridge Fire Protection District.
A public hearing was held on August 8, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall in the City Council Chambers at 80 S Superior Street. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the hearing to order at 6:45 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, John Sachtjen the Chairman of the Cambridge Fire Protection District, Lyle Sall, and Lynda Yoder. The Mayor stated the purpose of the hearing is to for the council to hear public testimony and consider the pertinent facts relating to the proposal to vacate the single block of McKinley Avenue lying between Commercial Street and the Weiser River Trail to the Cambridge Fire Protection District, an adjoining landowner.  
City Clerk Sandra McKee read the notice of public hearing as advertised in the Upper Country News-Reporter into record.  
Mayor Rhodes explained the proposal to vacate the single block of McKinley Avenue and give the whole width to the Cambridge Fire Protection District to be used for the new fire station.  She then explained the hearing procedures.
Mayor Rhodes then asked for testimony for, against, or neutral on the proposed land donation.  Mayor Rhodes reported that Chuck Strickland had called her and had wanted her to add to the record he was in favor of abandoning the portion of the street.  He has no reservations regarding it.  No other testimony was received.
Mayor Rhodes declared the public hearing closed at 6:55 p.m.
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
