A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 29, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to consider approving an alcoholic beverage permit for the Office Bar and to approve Visa bills.

Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Jeff Chance, and Verl Cate.   The vacant position has not been filled yet.  Also present was Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, and Ben Thomason of the WCSO. 
Mayor Rhodes opened the meeting at 7:34 p.m.  She welcomed everyone to the meeting and the Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance. The council considered the Alcoholic Beverage License Application from the Office Bar.  Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to approve an Alcoholic Beverage License for Gerald E. Nosler dba Office Bar for beer on premises and retail liquor for 2015.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  
City Clerk Sandra McKee explained to the council that for the regular meeting held on December 8th she had paid the Visa bill off of receipts turned in as the statement wouldn’t turn until later that night.  After the statement turned it was discovered that Ernie had missed a receipt that was on the statement for Harbor Freight for 12.70 and the museum had not turned in any receipts but they did have a Visa statement for the month with charges to Staples for 112.54 and Gaylord for 238.77 for supplies.  She asked the council to approve these charges that were missed at the regular meeting.  Verl Cate made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to approve the Visa bills.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
