Brandi Lincoln told the council she has been working on getting Cambridge to Brownlee added to the Hells Canyon Scenic Byway.  Everything has been done to get this included but the Idaho Transportation Department would like letters of support for city and county leaders before giving it final approval.  Brandi is already on the Hells Canyon Scenic Byway Committee but the byway mainly includes Oregon and only a little of Idaho.  She would like Hwy 71 added to the byway as we are also a gateway to Hells Canyon.
Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to write a letter of support for the route expansion of Hwy 71 to the Hells Canyon Scenic Byway.  The motion was voted on and approved unanimously.
