A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 12, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to discuss and take any action on the Wastewater Phase 2 Project, the Solid Waste Franchise including Facts & findings and Ordinance, and Solid Waste Removal Contract with Hardin Sanitation.
Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Jeff Chance, Jon Andersen, and Verl Cate.  Cy Wert was absent.  Also present was City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Jim Birdsall, Lyle Sall, Jack Toothman, Gary Franklin, Nina Hawkins, and Norman Dopf. 
Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed everyone to the meeting and then she led the Pledge of Allegiance. Mayor Rhodes then stated the purpose of this special meeting was to discuss and take any action on the Wastewater Phase 2 Project, the Solid Waste Franchise including Facts & findings and Ordinance, and Solid Waste Removal Contract with Hardin Sanitation.  Each item will be taken separately on the agenda.

Wastewater Phase 2 Project – No testimony had been received at the earlier public hearing.  Discussion was held.  It was noted that on paving Mill Rd it was paved to where the city limit line is fully across the road but does not take in the jogged half of road where the line extends.  Also the apron that was placed to the Hoxie property was paid for by Hoxie’s and not the city.  The contractor had some left over pavement and went around to houses by the project to see if anyone was interested in the pavement and Hoxie’s were interested in it.  
Solid Waste Franchise including Facts and Findings & Ordinance - Mayor Rhodes presented Mayor Facts and Findings for a Solid Waste Franchise.  The current ordinance that includes solid waste was reviewed and suggestions were given to the Mayor so she could clarify the current ordinance and get it to align with the current contract.
Solid Waste Removal Contract – Hardin Sanitation – The city is waiting for the attorney to clarify some items on the current contract.  Discussion was held.  This item will be on the agenda at the next regular council meeting and a representative from Hardin Sanitation will be here.

Adjourn – Jon Andersen made a motion to adjourn.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
