Regular Meeting

July 13, 2015
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 17, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Thel Pearson, and Nina Hawkins.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of public hearing & regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills). Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported a project pre-operational meeting was held on July 1, 2015 for the Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk Project.  The construction contracts have been signed and approved by RD for the Wastewater Improvement Project.  A pre-construction meeting will be held on July 14, 2015.  The Notice to Proceed will be issued after the pre-construction meeting.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – ITD Professional Services Agreement – nothing needed for action.
ICDBG for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Jim Birdsall reported that he and Shawn Charters are working on the Environmental Assessment for Phase 2 of the Sewer Project and are about 80% complete.  The next step will be having Holladay Engineering work on the design and engineering if the agreement is approved.
ICDBG for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Approve Agreement Between Owner & Holladay Engineering for Professional Services – Discussion was held regarding the agreement.  Verl Cate made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to approve the agreement between the City of Cambridge (owner) and Holladay Engineering for Professional Services for Phase 2 of the Wastewater Project.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
USDA RD Water Facility Plan Grant – The city is waiting on possible funding to be available before submitting application any further.
Kermit Wiggins – Speeding in Alley in Front of CTC Warehouse – Kermit Wiggins was not in attendance at the meeting.  The council moved on to the next item.
Ordinance #9-2015- Amend Definitions and References in Conflict in Code – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #9-2015 Amend Definitions & References in Conflict in Code by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #9-2015 by title only.  Jeff Chance made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #9-2015.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #9-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Resolution #R2-2015 – Fee Schedule – Set Public Hearing for New Fees/Increases – Discussion was held on the Fee Schedule.  Verl Cate made a motion to set a public hearing on August 10, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.prior to the regular council meeting for New Fees/Increased Fees.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Tentative Budget for FY2016 – City Clerk/Treasurer reviewed the budget with the council.  Thel Pearson brought up that she was going to be writing a grant for CLG this fall.  The clerk had not heard about this and had not put it in the budget so that will have to be added.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve the tentative budget with the addition of adding $3,000.00 to CLG revenue and expense in the General Fund budget and to set a public hearing on the budget for August 10, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
