Regular Meeting

March 13, 2017
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 13, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, Richard Trost, and Nina Hawkins.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
she led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that all information will be discussed in individual agenda items.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Approve Construction Contract and Authorize Contract Execution by Mayor – Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to approve the Construction Contract with Warrington Construction Co. and authorize contract execution by the Mayor. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk & Drainage Project – HE Progress Report and Payment Application #14, Contract Amendment HE, Select Firm ITD List or RFP Process -   Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Progress Report & Payment Application #14 and the Contract Amendment for Holladay Engineering.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Cy Wert then made a motion to approve selecting a firm from the ITD List for project management, construction inspection, and materials testing.  HDR Engineering Inc. which has all three certifications was selected and if they were not able to it then have staff find a combination of firms on the list.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Well #1 Arsenic Preliminary Engineering Report – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #3 – Verl Cate made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #3.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Community Facilities Grant USDA-RD – Street Lights/Planters/Trees – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that she and Mayor Rhodes had meet with Carol Garrison of USDA RD to go over the Grant Approval Conditions for the City of Cambridge Purchase of Street Lights and Trees earlier in the day.  USDA RD has awarded a $26,000.00 grant to the City of Cambridge.  This grant can only be used for equipment for trees or street light and not any labor.
Visitors Guide - The workshop for the visitors guide scheduled before the regular meeting had been canceled and rescheduled for Wednesday, March 15 at 7:00 p.m.
August Solar Eclipse – Discussion was held regarding the upcoming Solar Eclipse in August and the possible influx of people to view it.  The council wanted the Cambridge Rodeo Association to be sure the road to the city lagoons was not blocked if they used that area for camping.  Discussion was also held regarding the Cambridge Clinic on the day of the eclipse.  Jon Andersen made a motion to write a letter the Cambridge Clinic and Two Rivers Medical to let them know the council would like to encourage them to stay open on that day and possibly consider extending their hours.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Also, if any city property is to be used people will need to ask the council for permission to use such.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:35 p.m.
