A public hearing was held on October 12, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall in the City Council Chambers at 80 S Superior Street in Cambridge, Idaho. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes,  Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen (Cyrus Wert was absent).  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Lyle Sall, Jim Birdsall, Jack Toothman, Gary Franklin, Nina Hawkins, and Norm Dopf.   The Mayor stated the purpose of the hearing is for the council to hear public testimony and consider the proposal to establish a solid waste franchise for public safety or necessary protection of public health and welfare and property.
City Clerk Sandra McKee read the notice of public hearing as advertised in The Upper Country News-Reporter into record.  Mayor Rhodes then gave Mayors Facts and Findings regarding a Solid Waste Franchise (see below).  The mayor explained the rules for the public hearing and then she asked for input and testimony for, against, or any neutral comments.  Nina Hawkins stated she was in favor of a solid waste franchise as long as it was not required or mandatory.  No other testimony was received for, against, or neutral.  Mayor Rhodes closed the hearing at 7:09 p.m.

* To protect the public health, sanitation, safety, welfare and environment in the City of Cambridge, the following findings of fact and conclusion of law support the need for a solid waste franchise for anyone wanting to engage in solid waste collection within the City of Cambridge:

Findings of Fact;

1. To insure safe, economical and comprehensive solid waste management service and insure economical collection, transportation, and disposal of solid waste.

2. To provide for just, fair, and equitable rates to users of solid waste services that are adequate to provide necessary services to the public.

3. To eliminate duplication of service routes to conserve energy and material resources, reduce air pollution, noise pollution, and truck traffic, and increase efficiency, thereby minimizing consumer cost.

4. To provide standards for solid waste service and public responsibilities.

5. To protect against improper and dangerous handling of hazardous wastes.

6. To insure maintenance of financially stable, reliable solid waste collection service and facilities and provide a basis and incentive for investment in waste handling equipment, facilities, sites, systems and new technology.
